Sample Unit assessment brief 1 — bass guitar task
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Your task is to record a bass guitar using an amplifier and microphone, following the brief below.

· Set up a new session within your recording software or hardware and name it appropriately. You may use an existing session.

· Add a new track and a master fader.

· Set up a microphone stand in front to the amplifier.

· Attach a large diaphragm dynamic mic or a LDC as appropriate. Position the mic pointed at the cone of speaker at around 6 inches away.

· Plug the instrument into the amplifier.

· Tune the instrument.

· Adjust gain as the performer plays to a suitable level for recording.

· Wearing headphones, adjust the mic position as your performer plays. You are looking for the point at which all the strings of the instrument sound in balance.

· Adjust the headphone monitoring volume to a level that is appropriate for the performer.

· Record the bass guitar.

· Update your log.
